Burns
andfor scarring are a potential risk of dl d cupping. | that while this ibes the major risks of treatment,
other side effect and risks may occur. The herbs and nutritional supplements (which are from plant, animal and mineral sources) that have
been recommended are traditionally considered sale in the practice of Chinese Medicine, although some may be toxic in large doses. |
understand that some herbs may be inappropriate during pregnancy.
